Please nominate students who are physically and mentally healthy, are able to cope with life in Japan for the
duration of their studies, also have a clear purpose for studying at Shimane University.

The number of the students to be accepted for each semester is up to the number stipulated in the agreement.
Exchange students coming for one academic year are asked to provide proof of having at least 1,500,000 yen
available (750,000 yen for one semester) to cover living expenses and travel costs. We require this documented
proof for immigration procedures. There is no scholarship for exchange students. We ask that you instruct
the students to work diligently at their studies and not at a part-time job. Exchange students are responsible for
providing enough money to live without a part-time job.

We will make efforts to allocate rooms of the International House and the Student Dormitory to exchange
students. However, there is some possibility that they have to live in an off-campus apartment.

It is not permitted for students to participate in programs (including classes, courses, travel and so on)
organized by any other institutions than Shimane University during the term of classes at Shimane University.
If a student's Japanese language ability is severely lacking, there is a possibility of frequent troubles on and off
campus. Please nominate students after careful consideration of their Japanese language ability.
