This agreement is made between Naresuan University (Thailand) and Reitaku University
(Japan). The agreement concerns academic cooperation and student exchange between the
two universities.

1. The objective of the agreement is to promote cooperation in the following areas:
(1) Collaboration in research and other academic activities;
(2) Collaboration with appropriate activities under the mutual consent;

(3) Exchange of students between the two universities;
(4) Exchange and sharing of academic materials, information, and documents.

2. Further details shall be determined through ad hoc mutual consultation.

3. This agreement may be modified or terminated by either party subject to one year prior notice
to the other party.

Memorandum of Agreement

between

Naresuan University, Thailand and Reitaka University, Japan

Pursuant to the General Agreement for Academic Cooperation between Reitaku University [RU] and
Naresuan University [NU], this Memorandum establishes the details of the study abroad program between

NU and RU.

1. NU and RU will start this student exchange program from September 2017,

2. NU will send one student per semester to the Faculty of Foreign Studies at Reitaku University [FFS-RU].
The student must have Japanese language proficiency equal to at least the N3 level of the
Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT). NU may send two students in one single semester to
FFS-RU; for example, two students in the spring semester and no student in the fall semester, or no
students in the spring semester and two students in the fall semester.

3. FFS-RU will send one student to NU per semester. The student must have English Language proficiency
equal to a score of 500 or higher on the TOEIC in principle. FFS-RU may be able to send two students in
one single semester to NU; for example, two students in the spring semester and no student in the fall
semester, or no student in the spring semester and two students in the fall semester.

4. Each university will waive tuition and dormitory fees for exchange students.

In principle, the number of exchange students from each university should be equal. However, if there is
any discrepancy in number, it will be adjusted within several years by mutual consultation.

6. The host university of either party is responsible for issuing a transcript that certifies academic credits
earmned by exchange students.

7. Further details not written in this Memorandum shall be determined through ad hoc mutual consultation.

8. This Memorandum will remain in effect so long as neither party expresses a desire to terminate or

modify the terms and can be terminated by either party with one year’s notice in advance.
